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This week, our class will continue to study our unit, “Exploring Expository Text”.  Last week we learned how to identify a fact.  We also learned to read a text and identify the main idea.  This week, our focus will be on organizing facts and details from a text to understand the main idea.  We will also learn how to identify a fact from an opinion.





In writing, we will begin studying how to write an expository text.  We have also started our study of using organization in our writing.  Last week, students identified the important elements of a story, including a beginning, setting, characters, problem, setting, and solution.  We also studied how to write an interesting beginning by learning about lead sentences.





In math, we will wrap up our study of numbers and patterns to 100.  This week, we will focus on rounding to the nearest ten, problem solving by finding a pattern, and reviewing for our chapter test on Friday.
