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This week, our class will continue to study our unit, “Exploring Expository Text”.  Over the past few weeks we have been studying facts and opinions.  We have also studied many features of expository text.  This week, we will practice our dictionary skills and study the author’s purpose.





In writing, we will continue studying how to write an expository text.  We will also create our rubric for organization.  Students will study the organization of other authors and begin to critique their own writing for organization.





In math, we will begin our study of Data and Graphing.  In this unit, students will learn how to make a tally, how to compare data in tables, how to read a pictograph, use logical thinking when problem solving, read a bar graph, make a bar graph, range and mode, and using a graph when problem solving.  





Some students are requesting extra math homework.  The extra homework is at a challenging level and is based off of information we may or may not have learned yet.  Students are encouraged to figure out the problems we have not yet discussed in class as this helps build their critical thinking skills.  If students are unable to complete the extra homework, they are not penalized.  I’m so proud to have students asking to do extra work!  Thank you to my students for being such hard working, amazing, fun students!
