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This week, our classroom will spend one more week studying reading comprehension skills.  Last week, students completed the following assessments:


A reading response and comprehension activity


The Writing prompt: Write your own story focused on a central idea.


A grammar quiz on compound words, plurals, and the endings –ed and –ing





These assessments and scores will be returned on Friday, along with the weekly progress report.  Attached to each student’s writing assessment is a rubric.  A rubric is a scoring tool that lists the criteria for a piece of work.  The writing rubric has a range from Advanced (exceeding grade-level standards) to Below Basic (not meeting grade-level standards).  The focus for this piece of writing was IDEAS. Throughout the duration of the school year, students will be scored on all criteria, including ideas, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency, and conventions. Ultimately, your student needs to be performing and the proficient level by the end of the school year.  If your student is writing at a below basic or basic level, please help them practice their writing skills at home.





In math, we will continue our study of numbers and patterns to 100.  This week, we will focus on tens and ones, identifying place value, regrouping tens and ones, and different ways to show numbers.  





Please remember to bring your child to school on time every day.  Students who are late or absent miss an extraordinary amount of learning that is very difficult to make-up.  Thank you to all parents and students for being so dedicated to learning and growing.  With cooperation, hard-work, and focus, your students will be performing at a proficient or advanced level on all of their work!
